Model United Nations 2025 

The 11th edition of Model United Nations (MUN) 2025 was successfully conducted on 

March 22nd and 23rd, 2025, at SIES Graduate School of Technology, Nerul. This 

prestigious two-day international relations conference provided a dynamic platform for 

college students to engage in insightful discussions on pressing global issues. With 

enthusiastic participation from delegates across various institutions, MUN 2025 upheld its 

legacy of fostering diplomatic skills, critical thinking, and leadership qualities among 

students. 

Committees and Agendas 

This year’s MUN featured three meticulously curated committees, each tackling crucial 

contemporary geopolitical challenges: 

United Nations Human Rights Council (UNHRC) - Double Delegate  

Agenda: Widespread human rights violations in Syria amid civil war and extremist control, 

along with its global repercussions.  

United Nations Security Council (UNSC)  

Agenda: Addressing the multidimensional threats posed by 4th-generational 

cyberterrorism, 3rd-generational cross-border terrorism, nuclear proliferation, and the 

persistent dangers of sleeper cells.  

Lok Sabha  

Agenda: Abrogation of Article 370 in Jammu and Kashmir in conjunction with the 

implementation of the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act (UAPA) under the pretext of 

national security.
